The Terminology

Definitions

Achievement: A relative measure often relative to the individuals or their progress. Value Added and Contextual Value Added are measures of achievement.

Attainment: A benchmark or standard. E.g. Level 2+ at KS1, Level 4+ at KS2, Level 5+ at KS3, 5+A* -C (inc En + Ma) at KS4

Prediction: A forecast of probable future performance based on:_

· the likely outcome for a pupil

· progress pupils have made in previous years

· does not include any added challenge

· represents no further improvements

Target: The agreed indicator of future performance based on:-

· an estimate and teacher judgement as to a degree of appropriate challenge

Value added: A measure of progress that only takes into account of prior attainment. E.g. A pupil who achieves Level 2 at the end of KS1 and then achieves level 4 at the end of KS2 has a value added measure of 2 level progress. Value added measures are often standardized to 100 at KS1, KS2 and KS3 and to 1000 at KS4.

Contextual value added: A measure of progress that takes into account not only of prior attainment but also other contextual factors that might impact on pupils achievement. E.g. Gender, date of birth, ethnicity, socio economic circumstances.

Hierarchical Progress: Progression from one level to another that is more difficult or builds further on the concepts , knowledge, and skills learnt at the previous level. It is about improved attainment levels within a subject or range of subjects.

Lateral Progress:

 Progress which is not hierarchical but where pupils continue to work at the same level but in different contexts practicing and reinforcing the concepts, knowledge and skills already learnt. A development of related skills at similar levels across subjects.
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
