Spiritual, Moral, Social, Cultural and Emotional Development

Spiritual development

· Are there clear values?

· Is there opportunity for reflection?

· Are pups’ ideas valued across the curriculum?

· How do pupils relate to one another?

· Does RE encourage pupils to consider life’s fundamental questions?

· Can pupils relate to others’ viewpoints?

· Do acts of collective worship contribute to the development of pupils’ spirituality?

· Are acts of collective worship well planned, themed, records kept, evaluated?

Moral development

· Is there any encouragement of self-discipline to build up a framework of values?

· Does the school provide a moral code as a basis for behaviour that is promoted through the life of the school?

· Do the pupils behave well socially?

· Are they familiar with rights and responsibilities and equal opportunities?

· Are pupils’ views sought?

Social development

· Do pupils relate well to one another?

· Can they put themselves in a wider context?

· Are they taking responsibility for their own actions?

· Do pupils work together in lessons, playground and games?

· Can they handle competition, discipline and fair play?

· Do pupils demonstrate initiative and contribute to the life of the school?

· Are they encouraged to take initiatives, give their views and take responsibility?

· Do they have jobs around the school?

· Does this progress to well-planned work-related learning?

Cultural development

· How does the school enrich its pupils’ knowledge and experience of their own and other cultural traditions?

· Are there any visits, club or other activities?

· Is this developed through other subjects?

· Multicultural experiences – black, Asian, Chinese – around the world?

· Museums, art galleries

· Work with other artists, authors and performers

· Music and dance of different cultures

· Appreciate natural work through art and literature

· Recognition of the contribution to mathematics, scientific and technological development

Emotional development

· How do you enable pupils to mix with classmates, schoolmates and others in other schools (inclusion)

· How do you teach pupils about emotions – list

· Do you explain to pupils how to express their feelings and how often do you give them the opportunity

· Check the PSHCE curriculum and pastoral support systems plus how you target any individuals or groups for extra help.
